Day 1 – Arrival  

 

Arrival at the Airport meet and assist and transfer to the hotel in Lungi.

Day 2 – Bunce Island – Tasso Island  

 

Today, you will visit Bunce Island, which was the largest British slave castle on the Rice 

Coast of West Africa. Founded around 1670, it exported tens of thousands of African 

captives to North America and the West Indies until the British Parliament finally closed 

it down in 1807. Depart for Tasso Island, which was initially eye marked to host the slave 

fort. This beautiful, peaceful island is 4 miles square. It sits in the middle of the Sierra 

Leone River Estuary, only an hour by boat from Freetown.

Day 3 – Port Loko – Kambia 

Depart hotel heading further north on to Port Loko. This district is situated in the 

Northern Province of Sierra Leone. It is one of the most populous District in Sierra 

Leone, after the Western Area Urban District. Explore the land marks within the 

township before heading to Bamoi Luma – a local weekly market place where different 

villages and towns converge to exhibit their products (mainly food stuff). Later head to 

the Guinea border to witness crossborder between anglophone and francophone 

countries.

Day 4 – Rogbonko Village - Makeni  

Drive to Rogbonko Village Retreat. This is a typical village setting where you can take 

part in local activities like cooking, basket making, raffia bags etc. You will be 

entertained in the late evening with traditional dances and music. Depart Rogbonko to 

Makeni for overnight stay.

Day 5 – Makeni  

 

Explore Makeni, the capital of the Northern Province. You have an option to hike 

Wusum Hill or Mena Hill in the morning hours. Among other things, you will visit the 

Gara making production - the center of textile dyers in Manikala, which lies six (6) mile 

off Makeni town. Later you will visit Rolland beach, a man-made attraction for relaxation 

before heading back to the hotel.

Day 6 – Makeni – Freetown  

Depart Makeni for Freetown the capital city of Sierra Leone. It was nick named 

Romarong meaning the place of the wailers, founded in 1787. You will visit the center of 

Freetown including the iconic Cotton Tree, National Museum, Peace Monument, 

Maroon Church, big market, St. Georges Cathedral, The Gateway to the Old King's Yard, 
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Fort Thornton, Railway Museum and old Fourah Bay College.

Day 7 – Tacugama & Peninsula Beaches 

 

Visit to the Tacugama Chimpanzee Sanctuary, about 40 minutes from the Centre of 

Freetown, is an Eco - tourism site that is committed to the rescue and rehabilitation of 

orphaned and abandoned chimps. The Sanctuary was set up in 1995. The chimps enjoy 

a semi-wildlife within the 100 acres reserve. Later head out to explore the Freetown 

peninsula beaches before setting out for Banana Island via Kent beach, where a boat will 

be standby to take you to the Island, to experience a perfect local community setting of 

the former slave island with ruminants of Portuguese infrastructure during the 1800’s. It 

is known as the home to some Krios.

Day 8 – Tokeh Beach  



 

 

Today, you will be transferred to Tokeh beach, ideal for chilling, eat and relax. You have 

an option to take a scenic walk (25 minutes) on the white sandy beach to River No. 2, 

the stunning beach where the Bounty chocolate bar advert of 1980’s was filmed. Take a 

two(2) minute boat ride across from the Tokeh end to mingle with visitors at river No.2 

and enjoy the sunset before returning to base.
